We have been asked to let you know about this upcoming opportunity for the on
the water training for IN and CN certification.

We are pleased to let you know that the USPS Boat that is supported with grant funding
for use in the Boat Operator Certification program on the water exercises will be in
Michigan in May....yes, just a few weeks away. At this time, we are working with Mac-
Ray Harbor, Clinton Township, Michigan, on the Clinton River as a meeting location for
instructions/reviews and the starting point to board the boat. The OTW exercises will be
in the bay just outside of the MacRay harbor entrance. You can get to MacRay Harbor/
marina facility via I-94 exiting at North River Road, taking North River Road to the Har-
bor’s gated entrance.
